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	The path to a purchase for today's online shoppers is rarely straightforward. People interact with a variety of ads along the way. For example, they may search for your product in the morning at home, then do a more specific search when they get to the office later in the day. For advertisers, this can make measuring conversions complex. It’s important to see a full picture of your customer’s path to purchase to determine which keywords and ads drive the most conversions. 

Cross-account Conversion Tracking

If you manage multiple [Advertising_service] accounts for your business, you know the work that goes into implementing multiple tags, one for each [Advertising_service] account, and merging conversion reports from other tools into [Advertising_service]. With Cross-account Conversion Tracking, you can now measure conversions across all your accounts with a single tag and a simple setup. Create one snippet of code to use across all of your accounts. This makes it easier and faster to tag your site and may also improve site load time. With the cross-account tag, you’ll see assist conversions for all [Advertising_service] clicks leading up to a conversion, not just the clicks within one account. This can provide a holistic view of your advertising, and a better understanding of how keywords work together across accounts to drive conversions.
